Finance Minister Pranab Mukherjee’s Union Budget calls for making growth
more inclusive, developing infrastructure and strengthening food security

he worst is over for the
Indian economy after two
tough years and the country
will return to a high growth
path with renewed confidence and
even log double-digit expansion,
Finance Minister Pranab Mukherjee
said while presenting the Union
Budget for 2010-11 on February 26.
“Today, as I stand before you, I can
say with some confidence that we have
weathered this crisis well,” Mukherjee
told the Lok Sabha, India’s Lower
House of Parliament. “That is not to
say that the challenges today are any
less than they were nine months ago,
when the UPA (United Progressive
Alliance) was voted back to power
under the leadership of Sonia Gandhi
and Prime Minister
Dr. Manmohan Singh,” he added.
The Finance Minister proposed fur-
ther relief for individual tax payers. A
steep hike in allocations for welfare
schemes and infrastructure were
among the high points of the budget.
Mukherjee proposed the following
slabs for individual tax payers: No tax
for up to Rs.160,000, (approximately
$3,478); a rate of 10 percent for up to
Rs. 500,000 (approximately $10,868);
20 percent for up to Rs.800,000
($17,389); and finally 30 percent for

“The proposal to reduce the tax slab
will benefit 60 percent of all tax pay-
ers,” Mukherjee said, adding that he
proposed to hike the minimum alter-
nate tax (MAT) to 18 percent of book
profits from the present 15 percent.

The Finance Minister said 46 per-
cent of the plan allocation will be set
aside for infrastructure, while hiking
the outlays for rural and urban devel-
opment, as also for education and
health care. He also promised to
implement the Direct Tax Code from
April next year and assured a simplified
foreign investment policy soon.

The Union Budget targeted a lower
fiscal deficit of 5.5 percent of gross
domestic product (GDP) for the next
fiscal, against the budget estimates of
6.8 percent for this fiscal, and promised
to lower it further to 4.8 percent and
4.1 percent over the next two years.

The Finance Minister said three
challenges that he had listed last year
still remain. These are — quickly
reverting to a high growth path of 9
percent and cross over to double-digit
expansion; making growth more inclu-
sive and developing infrastructure; and
strengthening food security.

“We hope to breach the 10 percent
growth mark in the not too distant
future,” Mukherjee said, adding that
the government would also review the
fiscal stimuli to make the country’s
growth a broad-based one.

He also said $7 billion was raised by
the government by way of divesting
stake in public sector enterprises and

“The Finance Minister has exercised
moderation while signaling to the
economy that you cannot have all
things together,” he added.

Dr. Singh sought to allay the fears of
corporate India over the proposed
Direct Tax Code and said that all
apprehensions of stakeholders would
be considered before the roll-out. “The
Direct Taxes Code must help strength-
en growth impulses. But the delay has
aroused certain apprehensions in the
minds of the business community,” the
Prime Minister added.

‘A balanced effort’

ome Minister P. Chidambaram
described the Budget as a “bal-
anced effort” marked by a responsible
judgment of the state of the economy
and of the measures required “to sus-
tain high and inclusive growth”.

INDIA CAN BECOME FASTEST
GROWING ECONOMY IN FOUR YEARS

ndia’s gross domestic product

(GDP) can expand by double-

digit levels to emerge as the

fastest-growing economy in the
world by 2014, says the Economic
Survey for this fiscal.

“It is entirely possible for India to
move into the rarefied domain of
double-digit growth and even don the
mantle of the fastest-growing econo-
my in the world within the next four
years,” said the Survey, a day ahead
of the Union Budget.

It estimates that the Indian econo-
my grew by 7.2 percent in 2009-10
against a growth of 6.7 percent in the
previous year. The recovery in GDP
growth as indicated in the Central
Statistical ~Organisation (CSO)
advance estimates is broad-based
with 7 out of 8 sectors/sub-sectors
showing a gro-wth rate of 6.5 per-
cent or higher. The per capita growth
in income has recovered to 5.3 per-
cent in 2009-10 from 3.7 percent in
the previous year.

Given the steadily improving fun-
damentals of the economy, the
Survey says, if there are improve-
ments in infrastructure, both urban

and rural, and reform in governance
and administration, it is possible for
India to move into double-digit
growth and even become the fastest
growing economy in the world with-
in the next four years.

“The Indian GDP can be expected
to grow around 8.5 percent, with a
full recovery, breaching the 9 percent
mark in 2011-12,” said the Survey
tabled by Finance Minister Pranab
Mukherjee in the Lok Sabha, the
Lower House of Parliament.

The survey also underlines the sig-
nificance of the presence of Indian
corporations in the global market
place. It says the recovery follows
revival in investment and private con-
sumption demand, impressive growth
in exports in November and
December and a remarkable turn-
around in the core infrastructure sec-
tor. It says, after a setback, agricul-
ture is gradually getting back to the
projected path. The Survey also said
that the current rebound in growth
called for a gradual withdrawal of the
$37-billion stimuli since December
2008 to help the country weather the

India’s industrial output grew at its fastest year-on-year pace in almost two decades
at 16.8 percent in December 2009, signaling a strong recovery

he manufacturing sector,

which constitutes around 80

percent of industrial output,

expanded by 18.5 percent to
set the motion of growth. As a pointer
to rising domestic consumption
strengthening future growth, con-
sumer durables industries such as
automobiles surged 46 percent and
capital goods output rose by 38.8 per-
cent. The latest figures are much high-
er than a revised annual rise of 11.8
percent in November as well as fore-
casts of around 12 percent. It is the
highest year-on-year growth registered
in the index of industrial production
(IIP) since April 1995, when the new
series, which uses 1993-94 as the base
year, started. Even in the old series of
the 1IP, with the base year as 1980-81,
March 1990 was the only month that
had ever registered a higher growth
rate at 23.8 percent. Besides manufac-
turing, mining output grew by 9.5 per-
cent in December against 2.2 percent a
year ago, while electricity generation

rose by 5.4 percent against 1.6 percent
in the previous corresponding period.

Furthermore, the growth rates in
December stood at 21.7 percent for
intermediate goods, 7.5 percent for
basic goods, 46 percent for consumer
durables and 3.7 percent for consumer
non-durables. Another positive aspect
of the turnaround is the performance
of capital goods. Capital goods per-
formance grew by 38.8 percent in
December 2009 as against 6.6 percent
for the same month of 2008 and 11.1
percent in April-December 2009 as
against 8.2 percent during April-
December 2008.

“Quite encouraging,” is how
Finance Minister Pranab Mukherjee
described the latest figures. “I do hope
that third quarter GDP figures will also
be encouraging... it will get reflected in
the overall GDP.”

Planning Commission  Deputy
Chairman Montek Singh Ahluwalia,
also said that the numbers were
beyond the expected 13 percent.

Imports rise 27 percent, confirm
economy back on track

mports moved back to the positive

terrain for the first time since the
financial crisis, clocking a 27 percent
growth in December, indicating that
the domestic economy was well on its
way to recovery, aided by rapidly
improving exports that grew for the
second successive month.

“Trade has now fallen in line with all
other indicators of the economy that
had already started improving,” said
CRISIL chief economist D.K. Joshi,
adding that trade was the last indicator
to improve as it was linked to the glob-
al economy. The strong 22.4 percent
rise in non-oil imports, after a steady
fall for more than a year, shows an
increase in manufacturing and invest-
ment activity in the country, as indus-
trial inputs and capital goods constitut-
ed the bulk of the imports.

Capital goods accounted for nearly
16 percent of imports in the year
2008-09. The near double-digit



growth in exports in December 2009
from a year ago, albeit from a low base,
suggests a demand pick-up in the
Western markets, including both the
EU and the U.S. The pick-up in
exports should boost manufacturing
and thereby the overall industrial
growth. “This (rise in non-oil imports)
coupled with the recovery in exports
bodes well for the growth momen-
tum,” said Citi economists Rohini
Malkani and Anushka Shah in a recent
research note. The recently provided
additional stimulus to labor-intensive
export sectors that had not responded
well to the packages announced earli-
er, is also expected to contribute to
positive growth.

“We believe that exports would keep
moving uphill and we can touch $170
billion by the end of the fiscal,” said
Ajay Sahai, director-general, Fede-
ration of Indian Export Organisations
(FIEO). There is an increase in imports
of both capital goods for manufactur-
ing in general and power equipment
with the country implementing a large
number of power projects.

“This is a good sign as it indicates
that manufacturing will continue to
post a double digit growth that will
ultimately result in a higher GDP,”
Sahai added.

Oil imports in December 2009
stood at $6.5 billion, 42.8 percent
higher than $4.58 billion in the same
month last year. Imports, which had
slipped into negative territory a little
later, took that much longer to recover
and post positive growth.

Explaining the reasons for the
growth of the Indian economy, the
World bank report says, “India’s
growth will benefit from the firming up
of external demand, particularly
resumption of growth in high-income
countries.”

Foreign direct investment inflows
are expected to increase in 2010, the
report said, adding that this would be
on the back of the recovery of overall
investments in developing countries
this year.

India to grow at 9.2 percent in

FY-11: CMIE

India’s economic growth is likely to
return to pre-crisis levels in the next

fiscal, driven by strong industrial and

agriculture growth, a recent review by

a think tank showed.

The Centre for Monitoring Indian
Economy (CMIE) expects Asia’s
third largest economy’s GDP growth
to accelerate to 9.2 percent in
2010/11.

“In fiscal 2010/11, real GDP
growth will be propelled by a strong
performance by the industrial sector
and a robust recovery in agricultural
and elite sector. Services sector too is
expected to do well,” CMIE said in
the report.

“A revival in consumer confidence
and investment activities will supple-
ment growth in the commodities seg-
ment,” it added.

India’s GDP growth slowed to 6.7
percent in 2008/09 from 9 percent or
more in the previous three years as the
effect of global financial turmoil hurt
demand, prompting the authorities to
unveil a spate of stimulus measures to
boost the economy.

As a result the country’s industrial
output grew at its fastest pace in two
years in November at 11.7 percent.

he country’s merchandise exports

reached $14.34 billion in January,
up 11.5 percent from $12.86 billion in
the same month a year ago, even as
Commerce and Industry Minister
Anand Sharma has recommended a
“cautious” exit from export sops.
“Exports have again registered growth
in January as some of the sectors did
exceedingly well,” Sharma told reporters
in New Delhi recently. Preliminary for-
eign trade data had earlier put the export
growth for January at 8 percent.

Among the sectors that posted
growth were agricultural products, tea,
coffee, basmati rice, marine products,
gems and jewellery, drugs, petroleum
products and plastics, while textiles,
jute, handicrafts, engineering goods
and leather remained sluggish, the
Minister added.

Exports started dropping since
October 2008 as the global economic
downturn worsened. It fell as low as
around 40 percent during April-May
last year.

Exports grew by 18.2 percent at
$11.16 billion and 9.3 percent at 13.36
billion in November and December,
respectively.

Total exports for 2009-10 are
expected to be $165-170 billion. “As
the world economy emerges from the
current recession, the Government will
have to take a decision to exit from the
economic stimulus measures, includ-
ing those that were aimed at boosting
exports,” said Anwarul Hoda of the
Indian Council for Research on
International Economic Relations.

Economy to grow at 9 percent in
two years: PM-EAC
dvocating caution while with-
drawing fiscal stimuli, the Prime
Minister’s Economic Advisory Council
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Dr. C. Rangarajan, chairman, PM-EAC, at a press
conference in New Delhi on February 19.

(PM-EAC) has pegged India’s growth
for this fiscal at 7.2 percent, accelerat-
ing to 8.2 percent and 9 percent,
respectively, in the next two years.

In its annual review of the Indian
economy presented to Prime Minister
Manmohan Singh on February 19, the
Council was optimistic about the per-
formance of the economy, particularly
drawing comfort from a better-than-
expected rebound of industrial output.

“The Council expects a bounce back
in agricultural gross domestic product
in the next year and maintenance of
the desired trend growth of 4 percent
in 2011-12,” Council Chairman Dr.
C. Rangarajan said at a press confer-
ence.

The Council also expected the
industrial and service sectors to con-
tinue to register strong growth through
both these years and hoped the
Government’s priorities and initiatives
on infrastructure would proceed along
desired lines. “On this basis, we are
making an initial estimate that the
economy would grow by 8.2 percent in
2010-11 and by 9 percent in 2011-
12,” Dr. Rangarajan said.

The Council expects global condi-
tions to be somewhat better in the
coming years. As a result of this, there
should be some recovery in export
demand in 2010/11, a turnaround
from the contraction suffered in the
second half of 2008/09 and that in
2009/10, which is likely to be followed
by modest growth in 2011/12.

The most distinctive element of the
growth process over the next few years
will be that infrastructure asset cre-
ation and expansion will play the role
of prime mover. The Council said:
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“We see the expansion of consump-
tion, particularly private final con-
sumption playing a supporting role,
showing fairly steady growth reflecting
the increase in personal disposable
incomes.”

Referring to  Foreign  Direct
Investment (FDI), the Council said
that “on a net basis FDI was virtually
unchanged in the first half of 2009/10
at $14.1 billion which was almost
identical to the figure of $14 billion in
the corresponding period of the previ-
ous year. In the second half of
2009/10, it is estimated that gross
inflows will be about $15 billion which
is slightly more than in the previous
year but outflows are likely to be lower
than last year. Thus, on a net basis,
there would be an increase in FDI
inflow. For the year as a whole, total
net FDI inflow is assessed at $20.1 bil-
lion, slightly higher than the $17.5 bil-
lion recorded in the previous year.”

FDI inflows touch $1.54 bn in
December 2009
Foreign direct
investment

(FDI) grew to
$1.54  billion in
December 2009, an
increase of 13.2

December 2008 level of $1.36 billion,
according to the Reserve Bank of India
(RBI).

This makes it the third consecutive
month of year-on-year increases in
FDI inflows, RBI said.

The February bulletin of the RBI
showed that FDI equity inflows for the
period between April and December of
the current fiscal, stood at $21.5 bil-
lion, higher than the $21.15 billion
posted in the same period in the pre-
ceding fiscal.

The services sector followed by the
telecommunications, real estate and
housing sector are seen as preferred
destinations for foreign investors.

Business confidence at
two-year-high
usiness confidence in India con-
tinued to improve and touched a
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two-year high in January, according to
the latest National Council of Applied
Economic  Research  (NCAER)-
MasterCard Worldwide Index of
Business Confidence.

The Business Confidence Index
(BCI) rating of 153.8 points for
January 2010, compared to the
October 2009 rating of 143.7 points
and July 2009 rating of 118.6 points, is
also the highest rating since January
2008 (154 points).

“The latest NCAER-MasterCard
Worldwide Index of Business
Confidence study has captured the
upbeat economic climate in India,”
said T. V. Seshadri, vice-president and
country general manager, South Asia,
MasterCard Worldwide. “The per-
formance of the index points to a
robust recovery. The growth in the
non-agricultural side of the economy
has been sustained since October and
the performance has been good across
the board,” said Shashanka Bhide,
senior fellow and survey head at
NCAER.

The survey, based on 542 responses
received in December, measures busi-
ness confidence on four indicators:
Overall economic conditions expected
after six months, expected financial
position of the firm after six months,
investment climate compared to six
months back and capacity utilization
level. All four indicators carry equal
weight.

The improvement in business sen-
timent has been observed across all
regions in India except in the East,
where it fell by 2.9 points, or 1.82
percent, as compared to the previous
quarter. Amongst all four regions, the
West had a maximum proportion of
respondents providing positive feed-
back for the “Overall economic con-
ditions” indicator, revealing an opti-
mism about an improvement in the
overall economic conditions and
investment climate over the next six
months.

The BCI ratings for the smallest
firms increased by a larger proportion
when compared to the large-sized
firms. All firms reflected heightened
sentiments. —

Minister Virbhadra Singh has said.

“I have set a target of 124 million tons
by 2012. Yes, we will become the
world’s second largest steel producer.
But, more importantly, India has a vast
capacity to consume that kind of
output. It is necessary for our infrastruc-
ture development,” the Minister added.

The Minister said that SAIL would
go for a public issue and partial divest-
ment of equity during the early part of
the next fiscal and a decision had
already been taken in this regard.

Singh said that he was keen that
some large projects of global compa-
nies also go on stream soon, including
the $12-billion integrated steel unit of
South Korea’s Posco in Orissa, and
two similar Arcelor-Mittal units in
Orissa and Chhattisgarh.

The deal will support the sale of Boeing
B777-200LRs and B777-300ERs to be
operated by Air India and B737-800s to be
operated by Air India Charters, the bank said.

These purchases represent the third
phase of Air India’s 68-aircraft fleet renew-
al plan. EXIM Bank had earlier approved
$1.2 billion in 2007 and $548.8 million in
2008 to support the financing of NACILS
purchases of Boeing aircraft.

The deal was signed among EXIM Bank
chairman and president Fred P Hochberg;
NACIL chairman and managing director
Arvind Jadhav; and Astar Saleh, head of
Structured Trade Finance, JPMorgan.

The Joint Secretary and Financial Adviser
to the Civil Aviation Ministry, Bharat
Bhushan, was also present.

the Yale Law Journal.

Hussain said he was “honored and
humbled” by the appointment.

“I am committed to deepening the
partnerships that he (Obama) outlined
in his visionary address last summer. I
look forward to updating you on the
Administration’s efforts in these areas
over the coming months,” he said.

Obama took the opportunity to laud
the event and reiterate what he called
the “new beginning between the U.S.
and Muslims around the world”.

ndia has successfully tested its

indigenous  nuclear-capable

Agni-III missile with a range of

over 1,864 miles, consolidating
the country’s position among a select
group of countries that have interme-
diate-range ballistic missile (IRBM)-
capability.

The missile, that is capable of car-
rying warheads weighing up to 1.5
tons, was tested from the Inner
Wheeler Island at Dhamra, a launch
site at Bhadrak district, about 124
miles from Bhubaneswar, Orissa, on
February 7.

This was the fourth test of the mis-
sile.

“The test was highly successful. It
met all the mission objectives. All the
events took place as expected,” said
S. P. Dash, director of the Integrated
Test Range (ITR), after the test.

The Agni-IlIl missile is set for
induction in the Armed Forces. The
test was its last trial, the official
added.

The missile developed by the
Defence Research and Development
Organisation (DRDOQO) was earlier
tested on April 12, 2007, and May 9,
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2008, respectively, and both the tests
were successful.

Agni-Ill, one of the Agni series
missiles, is a two-stage solid propel-
lant missile with a length of 17
meters, a diameter of 2 meters and a
launch weight of 50 tons.

While Agni-1 is a 466-498 mile
short-range missile, Agni-Il has a

range of more than 932 miles.

Both, Agni-I and Agni-II have
already been inducted into the Armed
Forces.

Prime Minister Dr. Manmohan
Singh congratulated the DRDO sci-
entists on the successful launch of
Agni-III missile and wished them
success in their future efforts.

“I convey my heartiest congratula-
tions to the Defence Research and
Development  Organisation, the
Advanced Systems Laboratory,
Hyderabad, and all members of the
Project Team for the successful
launch of the Agni-III missile today,”
Dr. Singh said in his message.

“On behalf of the nation, I com-
mend our scientists and engineers for
their dedication, hard work and
excellence in our march toward
achieving self reliance in high tech-
nology areas and meeting the coun-
try’s defense needs,” the Prime
Minister added.

India draws roadmap for 1,000 MW fast-breeder reactor

three steps to improve their expe-

rience and expertise before they
start on the design of a 1,000-MW fast
breeder reactor (FBR). The reactor
will not only generate electricity, but
also produce more fuel than it con-
sumes.

Building a new 120-MW test reactor
powered by metallic fuel, setting up a
500-MW fast breeder reactor with the
flexibility to convert to metallic fuel
from mixed oxide fuel, and changing
the existing fast breeder test reactor’s
(FBTR) core into a metallic core, are
the steps laid down by the Indira
Gandhi Centre for Atomic Research
(IGCAR) toward designing a 1,000

I ndian nuclear scientists will take

P Rl WA,
MW fast breeder reactor by 2018. A
fast breeder reactor breeds more mate-
rial for a nuclear fission reaction than it
consumes. It is key to India’s three-
stage nuclear power program.

The key to designing the 1,000 MW
reactor is to get things relating to the
metallic fuel — a mix of 20 percent
plutonium and 80 percent uranium —
right as it not only has a high breeding
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ratio compared to the mixed plutoni-
um-uranium oxide (MOX) fuel but
also faces technical challenges that
needs detailed study. The MOX fuel
will power India’s first seven fast reac-
tors, including the upcoming 500-MW
prototype fast breeder reactor (PFBR).

“The first step is to test the metallic
fuel pins and sub-assemblies in the
FBTR located at Kalpakkam near
Chennai. This will be followed by
replacing FBTR’s entire carbide fuel
with metallic fuel,” Baldev Raj, director
of IGCAR, said. The second step is to
build the 150-MW reactor powered by
metallic fuel, and finally the operation of
the dual fuel (MOX and metallic) 500
MW fast reactor.
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SCIENTISTS FOR NATIONAL CENTRE
TO SCALE UP NANO RESEARCH

ndia needs to set
up a national cen-
ter for incubating
research done in
various labs on Nano
science to enable tech-
nology serve society,
scientists have said.
Unlike  incubation
centers for information
technology, centers for
Nano Science and Technology
require special infrastructure. The
‘national center’ must help set up
such a facility as soon as possible as
many researchers are waiting to
scale up their lab products, experts
said at a three-day international con-
ference on Nano Science and
Technology at IIT-Mumbai recently.
“It requires proper infrastructure
to transform products designed in
the laboratory to prototypes and scale
up further. We have appealed to the
government for such a facility,” the
scientists said.
“Creating a special center is essen-

tial and we suggested
that the Council of
Scientific and Industrial
Research (CSIR) could
provide an ideal plat-
form for Nano incuba-
tors. We also proposed
that one of the Nano
centers of the National
Nano Mission could be
! taken up for incuba-
tion,” they added.

Nano technology is knowledge-
intensive and helps develop technolo-
gies which can influence a wide range
of products and processes with far-
reaching implications for the national
economy and development, said Prof.
Dhirendra Bahadur, convenor of the
meeting.

The Chairman of the National
Nano Mission, Prof. C.N.R. Rao,
said that India would soon set up a
National Nanotechnology Regulatory
Board to regulate industrial nanotech
products that are used in day-to-day
life.

$11.94 mn fund to help
budding scientists

oung researchers struggling to
Ymuster funds to establish their
start-ups have a reason to smile
since the government has recently set
up a corpus of $11.94 million to help
scientists convert their prototypes to
tangible commercial products. “This
(venture capital) fund will now help
researchers become entrepreneurs,”
Minister of State for Science and
Technology, Prithviraj Chavan, said.
The $11.94 million fund will be
provided to start-ups registered with
nearly 40 science and business ‘incu-
bators’ that help researchers set up
new companies, in the country during
the 2010-11 financial year. The fund
will be managed by the Science and
Technology Park in Pune, where the

Indian Steps and Business Incubator
Association (ISBA) secretariat is
located. Rajendra Jagdale, secretary-
general of ISBA, said the fund will help
many new enterprises to come up as it
would help researchers shift their
innovation from the science lab to the
market. This is the first ever venture
capital fund for business incubation.

“The whole intention is to convert
knowledge to enterprises,” Chavan
said at the fourth ISBA conference in
New Delhi on February 8.

“This initiative will go a long way in
achieving sustainable growth through
science and technology tools,” said
R.M.P. Jawahar, president of ISBA.
India is spending around one percent
of the GDP on R&D.
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ICMR to set up apex
committee to regulate
stem cell research

The Indian Council of Medical Research
(ICMR) will by April set up the much-
awaited National Apex Committee, a body
which will regulate research on stem cell
therapy.

Called the National Apex Committee for
Stem Cell Research and Therapy (NAC-
SCRT), it would be a mechanism which will
help monitor and review stem cell research,
technologies, techniques and clinical prac-
tices.

“All the required procedures and protocol
are in place and it will be set up any time,"
assistant director-general of ICMR, Dr. Geeta
Jotwani, said at a public consultancy meet-
ing held at the Nehru Centre in Mumbai
recently. Once formed, all institutions con-
ducting stem cell research would have to
register under it, besides setting up their
own Institutional Committees on Stem Cell
Research and Therapy (IC-SCRT), she said.

NAC-SCRT will maintain a registry for all
clinical trials that are conducted in the coun-
try. It will also keep a record of stem cell
therapy clinics and patients and volunteers
participating in stem cell research. Currently,
all trials are supposed to be self regulated
under IC-SCRT.

Recognising the importance of the fron-
tier science of stem cells, ICMR, along with
the Department of Biotechnology, which
brought out guidelines in 2007, have
sought public opinion on the ICMR-DBT
guidelines on stem research and therapy
before it goes into legislation, Jotwani said.

All important suggestions made at these
public consultation meetings will be incor-
porated, if necessary, in the guidelines, she
added. A brainstorming session was held in
Mumbai for the western region and similar
meetings will be held in Chennai, Kolkata,
Delhi and possibly Bengaluru shortly.

ndia’s fast growing automobile

sector is looking for internation-

al design talent, with several top

auto-makers hiring designers
and engineers from different parts of
the globe in the recent couple of
months.

Unlike the U.S., where the auto
industry is still reeling under the finan-
cial meltdown, India’s automobile
industry is on a roll with record sales
being registered in financial year
2009-2010. Top professionals, includ-
ing  designers, engineers and
researchers, who see tremendous
potentials for growth in the burgeon-
ing automobile sector in India, are
willing to relocate to the country on
medium and long-term assignments.
I.V. Rao, Managing Executive Officer,
Maruti Suzuki India Ltd., (MSIL),
India’s largest car-maker, was in
Detroit meeting designers and engi-
neers in Motown, and urging them to
relocate to India. He succeeded in his
mission to a considerable extent. As
many as eight Detroit-based auto

engineers, specialising in auto design,
styling and modeling, and engine
development and manufacturing, have
now been taken on MSILs rolls.

Some of the designers and engi-
neers from the U.S. are of Indian-ori-
gin and were eager to grab the Maruti
offer. According to Rao, the interna-
tional design talent that the company
is tapping into, would help it launch
innovative models and also train its
engineers. Other Indian automakers
like Tata Motors, Mahindra &
Mahindra, etc. are also in talks with
international auto designers as they
launch ambitious drives to expand
their in-house design capabilities.

Edgar Heinrich, who was recently
hired by Bajaj Auto from BMW
Motorcycles to head its design func-
tion, says: “The world has woken to
the paradigm shift in the Indian auto-
mobile industry, with out-of-the box
designs playing a vital role.”

Royal Enfield brought in Venki
Padmanabhan as chief operating offi-
cer to look after design and product
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development. He had earlier worked
with an advanced engineering team of
General Motors in the U.S.

According to V.G. Ramakrishnan,
senior director, automative and trans-
portation sector, Frost & Sullivan, the
new focus on the role of design
reflects the goal of the Indian compa-
nies to tap global markets.

The change in the global auto man-
ufacturing scenario, following the
downturn in the U.S. and European
markets, has also ignited a ‘reverse
brain-drain’” with many designers
seeking work in emerging countries
such as India and China.

Design aspects such as proto-typing
and clay-modeling, which were earlier
used to be carried out of France, U.K.
and Italy, are now being executed by
many automobile firms in India itself.
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Both domestic and international auto
firms are investing significantly in
design centres in India. Some Indian
auto majors have started acquiring
global design models. A series of equi-
ty partnerships between local compa-
nies and global firms in the past few
months have underscored the need for
this aspect of the automobile industry.

Indian auto majors are keen to buy
out global design houses in a bid to
produce contemporary products,
upgrade their R&D and also become
more competitive globally through
better management of costs.

As global auto manufacturing capa-
bilities shift to Asia, design firms are
setting up offices in India to focus on
back-end operations, post the ideation
stage. India has already emerged as a
global hub for design and production

of small, fuel-efficient cars. Keeping
pace with the advancing technology,
car manufacturers have introduced
many new small cars in the country
which have been successful in winning
people’s heart with their compact
dimension and improved fuel efficien-
cy. Tata Nano has completely revolu-
tionized the car market not only in
India but globally. It shows India’s
potential capabilities to deliver the best
design and engineering in accordance
to the need of the next generation cus-
tomers. Its display in the Cooper-
Hewitt Museum of Design in New
York alongside the permanent exhibi-
tion of leading innovations in designs
is a testimony to the creativity of its
designers.

With environmental concerns occu-
pying the global centre stage, the era
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of small fuel-efficient cars has come.
The shift towards India is attributed to
large market for small cars as well as
its potential to become a major hub for
design and production.

awlynnong, nestled in the

pristine hill state of
Meghalaya in India, is
along the India-

Bangladesh border. This cute and
colourful little village is renowned for
its cleanliness. The village is a picture
perfect painting. The village is situated
about 75 km from Shillong.

The main occupation of the villagers
is agriculture. They mostly grow areca
nut. About 82 households live in
Mawlynnong. Keeping the surround-
ing environment clean is an age old tra-
dition here. Discover India magazine
declared the village was the cleanest in
Asia in 2003. Dustbins made out of
bamboo is widely used in the village.
